Bettina worked on and
off, saving everything and attending school as she could afford. She now works full-time as the house nanny in my home and
also helps with the house work. Bettina has been a hard working young lady and she loves Jesus so much. She is now 25 years
of age and getting married in December to a wonderful Christian man named Richard. Bettina has been arranging her
introduction for the 29" of August and so excited. An introduction is like an engagement party. She has the future groom
come to her home and she shows him to her family. He then pays dowry (cows, goats, chickens, etc.) and they agree that she
can be given to him as a bride.

Unfortunately, Bettina had a bad accident yesterday while riding to a burial for a relative in
Richard’s family on the back of a boda boda (a motorcycle). She was thrown into a nearby
ditch. Sarah, one of the girls who has been in my home for very long and like a daughter to
me, was also on the bike only received some bruises. | ask for your prayers for Bettina as she
was hospitalized for cuts and bruises all over her body, but particularly on her face. One eye
was slashed badly and has many stitches, as well as her mouth. One hand was badly injured
too. We do not have the best hospitals here and really need your prayers. This morning when
| went to see her she did not seem to be conscious, but awoke in the afternoon. Again, in
advance | say thank you for the prayers. | love you all and give thanks to God for all of you,
may you be blessed in so many ways as you continue to be a part of His ministry.
