Many people have sent me emails asking about the
mudslides in Bududa. This picture at the left was
taken when we visited the camps at the bottom of
the mountain. To get to the place where the
mudslides took place one has to walk from the camps
on foot for about two hours. There are around
2,200 in the camps and many children. We enjoyed
going and sharing with the people and checking out
the situation. The government has dedicated a large
area, not in the mountains, for these people to
relocate to. Most of the people do not want to!

Most of them want to go back to their village and rebuild. Their reason is that the land there is very fertile and
they can grow a lot of food like potatoes, passion fruit, bananas, coffee, and more which help them to make a living
and survive. All the people in the camps are living in tents and when it rains (every day right now as it is rainy
season) they are in the mud by the Manafa River. Sarah, one of our sponsored youth, is pictured here with some
children that greeted us when we arrived. Sarah has finished with her diploma from Uganda Christian University in
Social Work and Administration and is now coming to work for HUM full-time as a Social Worker.

We were happy to see that a lot of food was arriving at the camps and there were several agencies helping. We
are taking four children to an orphanage and working with the current probation officer and government of this
area to see that this happens soon. These four children are very young and lost both parents in the mudslides.
The two smallest are 2 % years and are twins (Josiah and Gideon) and the two girls are Mercy, 4 years of age and
Flavia, who is six years. Please pray for them as they adjust and that the love of the Lord touches them.

Mary Edith Mudondo, pictured left, has also finished with her degree
from Uganda Christian University in Social Work Administration. We are
very excited to see her finish and do well. She has already found a job in
a nearby town called Budaka where she will work as a Social Worker for
Compassion International. She is 23 years old and has worked hard to
get to this. She loves the Lord and is so happy to be able fo give back to
Him and serve Him. We praise the Lord, for she is bringing our God
glory. We are thankful to the sponsors that have helped her as well.

We were very happy o have our Administrator from America and one of our Board members here for a while. We
had Cindy Stutheit here for two weeks sharing with the staff and getting to know some of our sponsored kids
better. We spent a lot of time working on some new policies in the Child Sponsorship Programs and looking at what
schools are best for our youth and children. We also spent some time working on the plans for the orphanage.

We had Janice Freedenburg, a former missionary in Venezuela for about fifteen years, who serves on our Board of
Directors in Denver, spend a month sharing with our widows and women. Janice has visited many of the women in
their homes (when she was not teaching) washing and scrubbing their feet, filing their nails and polishing them.
The women have enjoyed it so much. It has been a real blessing for us. She has made the women feel so blessed.

The week before Cindy and Janice came we had a team of women from a church in Denver serving our women as
well. They did a wonderful conference with the women, and an Easter party with our children. We fed many
children and taught them much about Jesus and his love for them. There was a big Easter egg hunt with prizes
inside of the eggs for the children to find for fun. We had around forty people to eat a big Easter dinner with us.
We are so thankful o God for all the wonderful visitors that we geft.

T get on my knees and thank God for the work He is doing here. I am also thankful for all the people He brings into
our lives and makes a part of this ministry. Thank you fo all of you and may the Lord bless you so much.
