The center will house program offices, a youth
center, a z-grade primary school and wmedical clinic.
These programs will all veceive thelr own buildings on
the property as theg grow. Cost: $234,000

ABoYs' Home will house the older boys of the
orphanage as they learn Life skills to prepare them for a
sucecessful transition to adulthood and leaders of thelr
commmwitg. Cost: £18,000

A large van will allow the ministry to continue
transporting children and youth to vartous schools as
well as meet other daily transportation needs of the
wministry. Our current van was purchases used guite
some time ago and is declining quickly at this point
Cost: £25,000

A seconol-hand work truck will be a vital part of
completing the building projects over the next few
years.

We are also excited about o new team coming tn
November from Florida and Jon Jarvis is looking to
return for a couple of months this fall. Please continue
praying for Andy who is working to raise funds to
vetwrn for a four Yyear commitment, and continues to
recover from the aceident he was in last year.
